About Me

Like most quilters, I am passionate about quilts and old textiles. I started quilting in 1995. Since that time, I have taken classes, attended national quilt shows, made and collected quilts, and studied about the history and traditions associated with quilting.  

My antique quilt collection includes a number of traditional 19th and 20th century quilts, all of which are hand quilted, crib quilts from 1850-1950, and a burgeoning number of doll quilts.   I’ve studied the types, conditions and prices of quilts at national quilt shows and antique stores over the past seven years. 
I have a reference library of quilt history, fabric dating, and pattern identification books, and I am familiar with internet resources on quilting.

I have taken numerous classes in machine piecing techniques, hand appliqué, and hand quilting.  I was a student in Mimi Dietrich’s year-long Baltimore Album class in Catonsville, Maryland. I also studied under Mary Lou MacDonald, president of the Baltimore Applique Society, on how to make an intricate Baltimore Album block.  

In August 2007, I attended quilt appraisal and fabric dating workshops given by Bobbie A. Aug and Gerald Roy—nationally noted appraisers, collectors, authors and trainers—at the American Quilters Society convention in Nashville.  
I am a member of the American Quilters Society, the American Quilt Study Group, the Baltimore Applique Society, and the Southwest New Mexico Quilters Guild.

 I recently moved to Silver City, New Mexico with my husband and three dogs. I’m looking forward to meeting quilters in this state and continuing to enjoy making quilts. 
Services:

· I am available to teach classes in hand appliqué and hand quilting.  Available for adults or children. 

· Quilt appraisals performed for insurance replacement value. Fee is $40 per quilt. Appraisals not performed for quilts that may value under $200.

· Trunk show. My fee of $150 covers the time involved in organizing and properly storing the antique quilts. Two hour program.

Why Get An Appraisal?  Here are some reasons:
· To establish a replacement value for insurance purposes before a loss such as fire, flood damage or disappearance occurs.

· To be assured that your quilt has adequate insurance coverage while as a fair, museum or other exhibit.

· To determine the value of a quilt for donation, gift or estate  purposes

· To provide a written record for your family of a treasured family heirloom.

You will receive a professionally written document for each quilt appraised. Each appraisal takes approximately 30 minutes. Appraisals are held in confidence and should be performed every 3 to 5 years.  Bring to the appraisal any information that you have about the quilt or its maker.
